This Research Material, and materials derived in whole or in part from Research Material ("Derivative Material"), will only be used for non-commercial research purposes by Recipient's investigator in his/her laboratory under suitable containment conditions. Research Material and/or Derivative Material will not be used for commercial purposes such as screening, production or sale, for which a commercialization license may be required. Recipient agrees to comply with all federal rules and regulations applicable to the Research Project and the handling of the Research Material.

In all oral presentations or written publications concerning the Research Project, Recipient agrees to treat in confidence, for a period of three (3) years from the date of its disclosure, any of University's information about this Research Material that is stamped or otherwise designated as "CONFIDENTIAL", except for information that was previously known to Recipient or that is or becomes publicly available or which is disclosed to Recipient without a confidentiality obligation. Recipient may publish along with [                   ] of University, or otherwise publicly disclose the results of the Research Project, but if University has given CONFIDENTIAL information to Recipient, such public disclosure may be made only after University has had thirty (30) days to review the proposed disclosure.

This Research Material represents a significant investment on the part of University, and is considered proprietary to University. Recipient's investigator therefore agrees to retain control over this Research Material and Derivative Material, and further agrees not to transfer Research Material or Derivative Material to other people not under his or her direct supervision without advance written approval of University. Individuals that may be visiting the Recipient, whether or not those individuals are under the temporary supervision of the Recipient investigator, are also to be excluded from access to the Research Material and Derivative Material. Recipient agrees that it will share the results of its research utilizing the Research Material with [                    ] of University. University reserves the right to distribute the Research Material to others and to use it for its own purposes. When the Research Project is completed, or three (3) years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, the Research Material and Derivative Material will be destroyed by Recipient or otherwise disposed of as mutually agreed by University and Recipient. This agreement shall in no way be construed as an assignment of University's interests in the Research Material and University hereby expressly reserves rights in any inventions made through the use of the Research Material or Derivative Material.

IT IS BEING SUPPLIED TO RECIPIENT WITH NO WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING ANY WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. University makes no representations that the use of the Research Material will not infringe any patent or proprietary rights of third parties.

Recipient accepts the Research Material with the knowledge and understanding that the hazardous and toxicological properties of the Research Material have not been completely investigated and are unknown and that the Research Material should be handled as if hazardous until the Research Material's properties are fully investigated. The Recipient will inform University in writing of any adverse effects experienced by persons handling the Research Material.

Recipient will indemnify and hold University, University's Investigator, University's trustees, officers, agents, employees, students, persons holding academic appointments within University, and affiliated hospitals (the "Indemnified Parties") harmless from and against any and all claims or lawsuits for personal injury (including death), property damage, and any other losses of any nature together with related expenses (including attorney's fees) made against the Indemnified Parties resulting directly or indirectly from the use or possession of the Research Material by Recipient.
